Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of fasting and 
abstinence. Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59, fast by 
eating one full meal and two smaller meals that don’t add up to 
the full meal. Catholics 14 years of age and older, abstain from 
meat to remind us of the sacrifice of Jesus. 

 

Precepts of the Catholic Church: 

1) To assist with Mass on all Sunday’s and holy days of obligation 

2) To fast and to abstain on the days appointed, primarily Ash     

Wednesday & Good Friday 

3) To confess your sins at least once a year 

4) To receive Holy Communion during the Easter season 

5) To contribute to the support of the Church 

6) To observe the laws of the Church concerning marriage
